Final Cut Pro is a professional non-linear editing
software application developed by Macromedia
Inc. The software logs and captures video onto a
hard drive (internal or external), where it can be
edited and processed.

iDVD

iDVD allows the user to add QuickTime Movies,
MP3 music, and digital photos to a DVD that can
then be played on a commercial DVD player.

Apple Motion

Motion is used to create and edit motion
graphics, titling for video and film production,
and 2D and 3D compositing for visual effects.

Livetype

Learn to use this motion graphics program,
which comes bundled with Final Cut Pro to
create exciting and colorful graphics, and then
synchronize them with music.
